Criteria for Inclusion

is too little upto-date information to make this possible. The listed sites are those where the species
might still exist or has existed recently. mostcasesa site isincludedif a species has been recorded
theresince 1970Sites without detailed locality information or of dubious peoaceare not included
Where possiblewe have tried to show the known history of a site by noting the date of first and last
record. Howeverit is not always clear how sites in old records maigtwith modern sites. The initials
of the recordersvereput next to the year of recording.

Data Deficient Species

Known sites of these species are either few, not visited recently or both. In effect, we do not have
enough data to categorise them. We suspect many are too common to be classified as scarce but the
records are insufficient to be certain. We list them l@encourage targeted surveys and more

South Northumberland is unremarkabl@ongstvice countiedor both its number of species and their
rarity. However, its central position latitudinally and its mix of habitatkemnat an exceptionigi good

case studyor extrapolation to the rest of the UK. Few vice counties cover such a large area and have a
mix of coastal habitats; intensiegriculture urban and industrial areas; woodland; moors; heaths and a
variety of grassland©ne would expect that the causéspecies decline and extinct®im South
Northumberland reflect the situatiamthe rest of the country.

Reservois

In general, reservoirs aretnconsidered good habitat for aquatic plants. The fluctuating water levels
and deep water are unsuitable for many species. Nevertheless, a few shoreline plants have actively

(Needle Spikeush andEleocharis mamillatasubsp austriaca(NorthernSpikerush. While these
habitats are not actively conserved for the benefit of plants stilelgenefitfrom the good water

quality.

Lowland Ponds

SoutheastermNorthumberland has an abundance of frestlerand brackish pond#&lthough these
ponds holdew national raritiesthey are particularly rich in aquatic plants and contain npdeuyts of
localinterest Owingto their relatively young age, their florasaather changeable and new species
are often introduced to them. Sevesiéshave a conservation status such as Big Waters SSSI and
Cresswell Pond SSSI, though ithemanagement focuses on their value to wildfowl rather than plants.
They are not particatly threatened habitats, though some of the smaller undesignated ponds are
vulnerable to drainage and development, such as at the Royal Quays.
